BRCCC Constitution revised November 2008


Buffs Radio Controlled Car Club

constitution

1. Name:

The name of the Association shall be The Buffs Radio Controlled Car Club. Hereinafter referred to as BRCCC.

2. Aims and Objectives:

2.1 To co-ordinate and administratively control all facets of Radio Control  Model Track Racing in the ex Border region and take the lead in promoting the sport in the Province of the Eastern Cape, sanctioned by SARDA for the formats of 1/8th scale and 1/10th scale Gas and 1/12th scale and 1/10th scale electric powered, model cars, trucks, buggies and truggies, and any future scale or format that it may associate itself with, both on and off road.

2.2 To assist and encourage any new member in fostering the honest principles of this constitution and its racing by laws and for his/her progressive achievement in the sport on club, provincial and national basis.

2.3 To encourage and assist activities designed to foster good relations between the public and the sport.

2.4 To work with other clubs, Provincial and National Radio Control Model Associations towards International competition and to assist in any way possible the participation in these events by SARDA membership.

2.5 To affiliate itself with the International Executive Governing Body for Model Car Racing, but not to harm the interests of the membership of BRCCC or SARDA within this constitution in so doing.

3. Status:

BRCCC shall be a sub club of the Buffalo Club and a separate legal entity entirely distinct from other bodies within the sport of Model Car Racing.

4. Affiliation:

BRCCC will affiliate itself to SARDA by paying the appropriate fees and adhering to the rules as set out in this constitution and by SARDA

5. Membership:

Any person, regardless of age, gender, race, colour or creed, may be eligible for membership to BRCCC provided that:

5.1 The person is eligible to be a member of the Buffalo Club.

5.2 The person agrees to the Rules and Procedures as set out by the Buffalo Club, BRCCC and SARDA.

5.3 The person is not currently serving a disciplinary suspension or banning by SARDA or any National Governing body of the sport of Model Racing.

5.4 The person agrees to the annual fees as set by BRCCC.
6. Termination or Suspension of Membership:

BRCCC reserves the right to terminate or suspend any of its registered members for the following reasons:

6.1 The member is guilty of malpractice or contravention of this constitution.

6.2 The member's membership to the Buffalo Club has been suspended or terminated.

6.3 The member has been disciplined by the protest committee and recommendation has been forwarded to SARDA for further action.

6.4 Recommendation has been forwarded by another National Governing Body that the member is undesirable within the sport.

6.5 The member’s actions and/or conduct is such that it brings BRCCC, SARDA or the sport into disrepute.

6.6 Only persons whose membership is not in arrears will qualify as members. Arrear fees will automatically terminate the membership in terms of clause 5.4
6.7 If a member contravenes 6.5 above, they can be black listed from the club and their membership denied for a period to be determined by the committee. Such a member may appeal to the chairperson against such a ban.
All recommendations will be treated seriously and any proposal for action must be approved by the current BRCCC committee by majority vote.

7. Indemnity:

7.1 The Buffalo Club and BRCCC shall in no way be liable for any Damage, Injuries or losses sustained by, or debt incurred, by its members due to negligence or otherwise of the current committee or fellow members or any third party.

7.2 The Buffalo Club, BRCCC, the committee members or the club members will in no way be liable for any Damage, Injuries or losses sustained by any person whilst on Buffs Club or BRCCC grounds, whether as a member or visitor.

7.3 BRCCC must hold public liability for a minimum of R 500 000.00(Five Hundred Thousand Rands) and indemnify all BRCCC members.

8. Finances:

8.1 The committee shall hold a Bank account in the name of BRCCC at any chosen financial institute through which all income and expenditure shall pass.

8.2 Such an account must have at least two signature bearers one of which should be the current treasurer.  A third member of the serving committee must have Power of Attorney in the event of one of the signatories not being available.

8.3 True and accurate books of account of the financial affairs of BRCCC must be kept at all times.
8.4 The annual membership fees and any other fees shall be agreed upon at the annual general meeting after the presentation of the club finances by the treasurer.
9. Income:

Income shall be derived from membership fees and race entry fees. BRCCC will also pursue other means of income via any other legal and acceptable means.

Any sponsorship must be approved by a majority vote of the committee.

10. The Committee


10.1 The BRCCC committee shall comprise of at least the following 

      officials:

· Chairperson

· Secretary

· Treasurer

· At least 1(one) general member representing the three main categories:

(1)
Gas cars, and

(2)
Electric cars

(3)
Off road vehicles

10.2
The above committee shall be democratically elected at the Annual 

General Meeting.  The committee, in its own capacity, may at any time 
elect further members to the board to fulfil duties required or vacated.

10.3
In the event that the total number of members in the club is below 20, the 
following positions can be held by the same person:

· Chairperson & Vice-chairperson

· Secretary and Treasurer

· Representative and Race Director
10.4 All decisions taken by the Committee or membership must be in the interest of the greater BRCCC Club, the facility and RC Racing in general.

10.5 No decision may be taken which would disadvantage any discipline or favour any discipline over another belonging to the BRCCC or could be damaging or a disadvantage to the facility or the parent club known as The Buffalo Club.

10.6 The Committee shall meet at least once in a 2(two) month period.
10.7 A member may request, or may be requested by the committee, to appear before the committee to address the members of the committee.
10.8 The committee will stand until the next AGM and after the election of a new committee; their resignations will be accepted automatically.

11.
Voting Procedures:

11.1
For committee voting:
Any person who is nominated for election onto the committee must acknowledge his/her intent to serve on the committee and apart from his/her nomination; he/she must be seconded by at least one other member.

Nominations and seconding to be done publically at the AGM and take place in the presence of all members present at the AGM. No secret or electronic nominations or seconding allowed.

11.2
For general voting:

Voting at any meeting of BRCCC shall be by show of hands or by secret ballot.  The system applied shall be decided upon by the Chairperson of that meeting.  A member may vote ‘FOR, ‘AGAINST’ or ‘ABSTAIN’ on any motion put forward for voting.  Any motion that is put forward for voting must be seconded by another member apart from the person that put the motion forward. A parent/guardian can vote on behalf of a minor. The minor must be present at the meeting. A Minor is any member under 16 years of age.
11.3 Quorum:

A Quorum at any meeting shall be the Chairperson and 50 % of the membership (or committee at a committee meeting).

Under no circumstances shall proxy votes be carried by any member present at the AGM.
11.4 A person may only vote if He/She has been a paid up member for at least two race days. Any member falling outside this category would be excluded from the quorum.

11.5 A vote for changes or amendments to a particular discipline may only vote if he/she is active in that discipline. (I.E Races two meetings in the season) and committed to race in that discipline for the next season. (I.E Electric vote for electric, gas vote for gas)
12.
Amendments:

This constitution may only be amended at the AGM provided that proposed amendments are accepted by at least two thirds of the delegates present and that such an amendment be circularized (in detail) to all the members at least two weeks prior to the AGM date.

13.
Racing Procedures and Bye-laws:

13.1
Applicable racing procedures and bye-laws must be drawn up by the 
race director, approved by the committee and made available to all members, who shall have 14(fourteen) days to lodge an official complaint/appeal, in writing, with the committee
13.2
These procedures and bye-laws must be derived from South African and 
International standards, promoting the best interest of the sport in South 
Africa.

13.3
They may be amended from time to time by the committee provided that 
all members are advised of this intention.  The changes will only be 
approved if every member approves the changes, or else by majority 
vote at the AGM or a special rules meeting to which all members are 
invited.

13.4
All changes to the procedures and bye-laws will only take effect one 
month from the date of publication, the date approved by all members or AGM.  If the changes are approves by majority vote at an advertised rules meeting or the AGM, the date of implementation will be determined at the meeting.

14.
Assets

14.1
The Treasurer must keep a register of all assets acquired by the club.  
The register must include the following detail for each asset, either 
purchased or received through donations:

· Full Description

· Date Acquired

· Details of Donor if applicable

· Estimated Rand Value

· Disbursement Instruction in the event of permanent dissolution of the club.

14.2
In the event of the club being dissolved the Chairman, and the Vice 
Chairman or Treasurer shall be responsible for the disbursement of the 
remaining assets and must ensure that, if at all possible, all debts are 
settled and that any surplus is shared equally among all paid up members.
15. AGM

15.1 An Annual General Meeting will be held each year where a new
        Committee will be elected.
15.2 The AGM date shall be decided on at the AGM.

16. General

16.1 A member in good standing may request any information regarding the running and finances of BRCCC from the club chairperson who shall make such information available within 14 (fourteen) days
